(i) No such specific SPS/TBT to Indian exports issues has come to the notice of the Mission warranting suggestions for reciprocity. Presently, India and Uzbekistan are conducting a Joint Feasibility Study to evaluate prospects of a Preferential Trade Agreement (PTA) and, in this regard, are studying comprehensive information including each other’s Sanitary and Phyto-Sanitary (SPS) measures and Technical Barriers to Trade (TBT), etc.

(ii)  In public procurement, priority will be given to domestic products. In the case when more than two representatives of Uzbekistan participate in the tender, only their products will participate in the tender. In addition, a 15% price preference will be provided to domestic goods.
(iii) In order to fulfil the presidential decree ‘on measures to support local producers’, the Government of Uzbekistan has proposed to temporarily ban on admitting over 300 foreign goods in public procurement. These goods are food products, furniture, building materials, household electrical appliances, cars, paper and cellulose products, footwear and leather goods, textile products etc.

Note: (i) India is in Uzbekistan‘s list of 45 Most Favoured Nations (MFNs). Uzbekistan offers duty concessions to select CIS countries on the basis of bilateral agreements and it restricts imports of certain goods by imposing high tariffs to protect and foster local manufacturing. Uzbekistan is not a member of WTO. It is in the process of its accession to WTO.

(ii)   In general, existing barriers to trade are cumbersome procedure for registration and certification, high duty on some imports, extra processing charges and VAT, custom clearance fee etc. However, the new tax code being implemented is expected to streamline and simplify the procedures and reduce the tax burden.

(iii) Local Indian manufactures of pharmaceuticals, for a long time, were raising issues of 
requirements for registration of each imported ingredient molecule vendor/supplier wise causing undue delays and exorbitant costs. The same was regularly taken up with the Uzbek authorities during the past nearly two years. The issue has been resolved with approval of enabling revised provisions in the existing policy.

	During Feb-March, 2024, the

Republic of Uzbekistan carries out trade

relations with 184 countries of the world

and the foreign trade turnover reached

15823 million dollars. 
Of the total FTT volume, exports amounted to 6 384.4 million US dollars

(an increase of 10.0% was noted by January-March 2023), and imports

amounted to 9 438.6 million (an increase of 3.8%). As a result, the balance

of foreign trade turnover amounted to a negative balance in the amount

of -3 054.2 million US dollars.
	The largest volume of foreign trade turnover was recorded with China (19.00%), Russia (17.7%), Kazakhstan (5.9%), Türkiye (4.1%) and the Republic of Korea (3.4%). India is at 10th position with (1.3%)
Among the 20 largest partner countries in foreign economic activity India is at 10th position. 

Four of them have a positive foreign trade balance. These are, in particular, ‘France (237.3) Afghanistan (219.90million $), Kyrgyzstan (105.70 million $) and Tajikistan 106.70 million $.  With the remaining 16 countries, a negative foreign trade balance remains.

At the end of January 2024, textile products were exported in the amount of 250.2 million US dollars, which amounted to 22.4% of its total volume and, compared to the same period in 2023, it increased by 14.4%.
	In the structure of exports of textile products, the main share is also occupied by yarn (48.5%) and finished textile products (37.4%). Thus, in January 2024, 438 types of textile products were exported to 47 countries.

The Organization of Indian Importers plans to invest in production in Uzbekistan:  Ambassador of Uzbekistan Sardor Rustambaev met with the President of the Indian Importers Chambers of Commerce and Industry (IICCI) Atul Saxena: The talks focused on the prospects for further widespread promotion of industrial goods and agricultural products of Uzbekistan on the Indian market, issues of supporting and stimulating the activities of Indian importing organizations in this direction. Atul Saxena noted that the market of Uzbekistan in recent years has provided open and favorable conditions for international trade, and the products offered by industrialists and representatives of the country’s agricultural sector are distinguished by a wide range, high quality, competitiveness and affordable price. In the Indian market, they are gaining popularity year after year, strengthening their positions and becoming more and more recognizable among consumers.
At the meeting, the parties noted that there is huge untapped potential in the field of import and export, and there are all the conditions and opportunities to fulfill the task set by the leaders of the two countries to increase mutual trade volumes to US$1 billion in the coming years. The IICCI President expressed great interest in the prospects of cooperation in creating joint ventures and directing large investments in Uzbekistan with the aim of producing products that are in high demand in the Indian market.
An Indian company plans to invest in a new joint medical project in Uzbekistan:  The Indian company North East Healthcare/Srishti Hospitals plans to invest in a new joint medical project in Uzbekistan: Ambassador of Uzbekistan Sardor Rustambaev held a meeting with Nishant Bajaj, CEO of North East Healthcare/Srishti Hospitals, founder of the joint Zarmed Pratiksha clinic in Samarkand. It was noted at the meeting that the favorable climate for international cooperation and investment interaction created in Uzbekistan serves as the basis for strengthening bilateral relations. Nishant Bajaj, inspired by the results of the visit of the President of Uzbekistan to India in 2018, established the Zarmed Pratiksha JV in Samarkand, focused on the medical field. The clinic is equipped with operating rooms and a hospital with 100 beds, and provides medical services at a high level according to international standards. In addition to Samarkand, diagnostic centers have been opened in Bukhara and Kashkadarya regions. Issues of creating a new medical center in Tashkent with the attraction of foreign investment in the amount of US$2 million are being considered.
Production of Kia Sonet starts in Uzbekistan: Production of the Kia Sonet car has started in Uzbekistan, which will be assembled in Jizzakh.
This car becomes the first Kia model to be produced in Uzbekistan using a full technological cycle, including welding and body painting. The cost of a Kia Sonet with a 1.5 liter engine is estimated at approximately 200 million soums. The Kia plant in Jizzakh provides a warranty on the car for 5 years or up to a mileage of 150 thousand kilometers. Exact prices and configurations will be announced at later stage.
